Dear Church Family:  

 

When Jeannine and I met with the carcinoid cancer specialist in Iowa City last October we learned of a 

treatment called peptide receptor radionuclide therapy (PRRT). Basically what PRRT does is attach a 

radioactive element (Y90) to the medication Iôm currently taking. The medication is then given by IV and 

transports the radiation directly to the carcinoid tumors. Currently there are only three places in the world that 

offer PRRT.  It is not available in the United States at this time.  

The University of Basel Hospital in Switzerland has been offering PRRT for over ten years with great 

success, so Jeannine and I will be leaving for Basel on March 11th, have the procedure on the 15th and return 

home on March 20th.  A second, and hopefully final, procedure will take place the end May. 

While this procedure is not a cure, our prayer is that it will bring greater quality and length of life. We 

thank you for all of your prayers and support in the past and would ask for your continued prayers for the 

future.
