What is LOGOS?

A Ministry to the Whole Person

LOGOS is a means of providing indepth and well -
rounded Christian nurture for the children and the
church

LOGOSIis not a substitute for, or a replacement of, standard
programs of Sunday School, YESS, andtter Christian nurture
programs of the church. Rather, it is another unique area of
Christian nurture and a strong enhancer to the total program of the
church.

LOGOSenable a local church to offer its young people the positive
aspect of summer camp and retreats, but on a weekly basis. In the
context of a commitment -based, disciplined and structured
program, young people enjoy Christian fellowship through creative
recreational activities, through participation in worship, through
small group study of Biblic al values, and through sharing a meal
together.

LOGOSal so provides an opportunity
Christian environment. Pastors and other congregational leaders can
become friends, as well as counselors and teachers. Not only does
LOGOS met the needs of youth, the program is a valuable tool for
family involvement and renewal, as parents and other members of
the church are drawn into active participation.

Parental Participation

The LOGOS Program enables parents to fulfill a portion of the basic
responsibilities set by God for them in the raising of their children. Parents
are to take an active role in t
children with assignments, encourage their regular participation, and nurture
their faith and growth in the Christian life.

Active participation by at least one parent of every child in LOGOS is
required. Since almost all the staff is volunteer, part-time service by a large
number of people is essential to keep the many activities going. At least as
I mportant, however, I's the Amor
presence and visible support of the program from time to time. This is a
vital element in the successful operation of the LOGOS program. There are
many opportunities for parental participation, most of which offer great
fellowship, and some of which can be done at home or with little time
commitment.

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How to Help Your Child in LOGOS!

Insist upon regular attendance _ in the program on LOGOS day and in worship
participation dates on Sunday mornings.

Assist your child in preparation of his/her weekly LOGOS Bible lessons.

When LOGOS home devotional time is needed (usually less than 20 minutes a
week), you will have an opportunity to help your child with their Christian
education. This is a time for you to answer questions they might have about
your beliefs. If your young per son is absent from LOGOS, he/she should spend
time preparing for class the next week as they would if they had been present.
An unprepared child soon loses interest because he/she cannot follow the

class.

For children in grades 3 and up, see that they br ___ing their Bible each week.
Since the study is Bible-centered, it will be beneficial for children to have
personal Bibles in class. This also creates a sense of belonging and
empowerment.

Fulfill your commitment to your assigned areas of LOGOS service. Team
members in LOGOS are not paid, but are working for their Lord in committing
this time for the development of young people and you, by giving of your time,
render a vital service to our youth. Arrange for your own substitute when
necessary.

Arrange f or prompt payment of LOGOS program fees.

Encourage and participate in daily Bible reading and prayer. It is not easy to
develop such a habit, but it is very important. Try setting aside a regular time
each day. Mealtimes or just before bed often prove to be the times kept most
easily. Bible teachers and/or pastors can aid you in selecting devotional
materials.

Help your child fulfill his/her worship commitments. Arriving at church on
time is important on the days your child is worshiping. Periodic participation in
worship is part of the LOGOS commitment.

Stress the importance of courtesy and good behavior at LOGOS . Emphasis
on these matters at home will greatly ease the work of our team.

Discipline

Cooperation with all members of the staff should be stressed by
parents at home. General demeanor at LOGOS should reflect
Christian thought and concern for others. Courtesy is expected at
all times whether in study or play.

Disciplinary problems will be dealt with as promptly, realistically,
and consistently as possible, as they are detrimental to the progress
of the entire class and sometimes to the safety and well -being of
other students. Questions about disciplinary procedures should be
addressed to the LOGOS directors, the Christian Education Director,
or the pastors.

Disciplinary Procedure

Good discipline and cooperation will be acknowledged in each part
of the program. The sequence or steps to be followed in handling
discipline problem s is:

A The leader/teacher attempts to handle the situation in a
positive way, without embarrassing the child.

A If the behavior is disruptive and continues, the child is sent to
discuss it with the LOGOS director.

A If there is a continuing problem that has not been resolved,
the directors will call the parents to discuss the problem.

A If the problem persists, a conference will be scheduled with
the child, parent(s), teacher(s), director, and pastors.

Reqistration Procedure

1. Registration is accomplished by the attendance of a parent at
a parentdos meeting and by fil
form.

If possible, please pay fees for the entire year at the parent
meeting or as soon as possible after. Other payment
schedules may be worked out with the LOGOS Record
Keeper, director, or pastors. Scholarships are always readily
available.

Parents are required to sign up for some type of supporting
participation in the coming year. An opportu nity to indicate a
preference as to the areas of participation is provided at the
parentds meeting. T hparengal ar e
participation opportunities available: Bible, recreation or
worship teacher or assistant, table parent, cook helper,
cleanup helper, decorator, carpool provider, at -home

project tasks. Time commitments range from weekly to just a
few times.

Reqistration Fees

The registration fees cover the cost of study materials, meals and
supplies ($5.00/week).

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Common Questions about LOGOS

Can my child come to only one part of the program?

The value of the LOGOS program is not the activities offered but a
total program of growing relationships through a variety of
activities. Itis a balanced approach that s eeks to nurture the
whole person in the context of a caring Christian community.

Candt this be on Sunday?

There is a real value in mid -week education. It demonstrates that a
relationship with God is not separate from daily activities.

Experience shows that attendance is also much more regular in mid -
week programs.

| work. How can [ fulfill the need for parental participation?

There are a variety of opportunities for parental participation in
LOGOS. These will be discussed at the parent meetings. Some of
them require small time commitments or can be done from home.

Is it important that my child attend LOGOS weekly?

Yes. LOGOS participants will be expected to have regular
attendance. The relationships and trust built in Bible study and
fellowship as the same adults, youth, and children meet together
each week are the key to the uniqueness and success of the
program.

My child has other commitments at LOGOS time part of the year.
Can he/she still attend?

Most likely, yes. Though we ask that your child make LOGOS a top
priority, we also want him/her to be able to participate in other
activities important to him/her. Talk to your LOGOS director about
your specific situation to work something out.

No. In every situation where LOGOS is used, the tendency
has been to strengthen Sunday school and youth programs.
The children come Sunday with more firmly established
relationships and with b etter background to add to the class
discussions.

My child has too much homework. What shall we do?

We usually make time for those things we consider priorities.

If you consider that your young person will be eating dinner as part
of the program, the re st of the time required by LOGOS is not
extravagant. We do realize homework is a big concern and will
have a homework area available for grades 6-12. Also, other
programs have discovered that teachers are generally understanding
about mid -week church programs.

Can my neighbor, who belongs to another church, join?

Yes. The program is open to all youth and children in the
community. However, we request that everybody be in worship
services at LOUMCwhen they are scheduled to participate.

How important is it for my child to be in worship?

Very. Participating in worship with the church body is an important
part of spiritual growth. LOGOS encourages and helps prepare your

child for Sunday worship participation.
